Born in Forli on February 12, 1965, he graduated in Law at the University of Bologna with honors in 1989. From
1990 to 1991 he was a consultant for Efimservizi (a company of the EFIM group which dealt with institutional
communications) and, from 1992 to 1993, he was a CNR scholarship holder in the field of advertising disciplines
at the University of Sassari, where, from 1993 to 1996, he also held a PhD in "Law and Economics: development
and regulation of productive activities in the Mediterranean area".

In 1995 he passed the qualifying examination for the exercise of the profession of lawyer and then collaborated
in Bologna with the law firm of Prof. Domenico Borghesi.

Since 1996 he has been appointed lecturer in Constitutional Law by the Faculty of Law of the University of
Modena and Reggio Emilia, where, since 1997, he has also obtained a two-year post-doctoral scholarship and,
from 1999 to 2000, a research grant.

In 1998 he was consultant of the Regional Committee for Radio and Television Services of the Emilia-Romagna
Region for the organization of a series of meetings on "Reality and perspectives of radio and television
broadcasting in European countries". From 1999 to 2001 he was legal advisor of CAAB s.c.p.a. (a company with
prevalent public participation in charge of the management of the Centro Agroalimentare of Bologna).

In 2001, he won a position as researcher at the Faculty of Law of the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia
and, in 2005, he was appointed Associate Professor by the Faculty of Education, where he remained until 2008,
when he returned to the Department of Law, where he currently works.

At the same Department he has been a member of the board of teachers of the Doctoral School "The European
legal culture of business and institutions" and currently teaches Constitutional Law in the course of the Master's
Degree in Law, in the three-year course in Legal Science of Business and Public Administration and in the Master's
Degree for officers and officers cadets carabinieri at the Military Academy of Modena. He also teaches Regional
Law and Theory of Constitutional Interpretation in the Master's Degree in Law, while at the Faculty of Medicine
and Surgery, he is co-teacher of Health Law in the Master's Degree in Nursing and Midwifery.

He is a member for the section of "Moral, Juridical and Social Sciences" of the National Academy of Sciences,
Letters and Arts of Modena and the Academy of the Incamminati of Modigliana. He is a member of the Italian
Association of Constitutionalists.

He is a member of the "Presidio della qualita di Ateneo" of the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia.

Since 2012 he is chief editor of the legal journal "Lo Stato. Rivista di Scienza Costituzionale e Teoria del Diritto"
(Class A-Anvur).

Research activity

Since the beginning of his activity he has dedicated particular attention to the theme of the freedom of thought,
especially in the light of the new communication/information technologies (from radio and television to
internet). With reference to this subject, he took part in the scientific research program of relevant national
interest (MURST) "Copyright in the information technology society: software, database, multimedia". Financing:
Ministero dell'Universita e della Ricerca Scientifica e Tecnologica, PRIN - Progetti di Rilevante Interesse Nazionale
and that - more recently - he has developed with reference to the phenomenon of political propaganda, seen as
an element operating on the level of the form of government. He has also carried out a series of studies in the
field of public economic law, dealing, among other things, with the credit system and consumer protection, which
he has reconstructed through the analysis of freedom of economic initiative, seen in its connections with other
constitutional provisions and in particular with the right to health. At the same time, he has also devoted himself
to more institutional topics, turning his interest to the organizational part of the Constitution and, in particular,
to the figure of the President of the Republic, examined from the point of view of the new scenarios opened to
the constitutional reflection by the progressive consolidation of the political system in a bipolar perspective. A
further perspective of investigation concerns the Title V of the Constitution as resulting from the reform of 2001,
in which he has taken into specific consideration the principles of subsidiarity and loyal cooperation. In recent
years he has conducted a series of in-depth studies on constitutional jurisprudence with particular regard to the
issue of reasonableness, opening at the same time a new line of research on issues of environmental law thanks
to his participation as a P.l. in two interdisciplinary research projects funded by the University of Modena and
Reggio Emilia. The first, from 2015 to 2017, on "Public-private dialogue in the development of sustainable
economy. The case history of waste management between risks and opportunities" and the second from 2018
to 2020 on "The valorization of agro-industrial waste between law and science: innovative processes from
experimentation to industrialization in the legal context". He is also unit coordinator for the project "GREW-
GARDEN FROM RECYCLING & WASTES" funded by the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia. In the same field,
he is also currently P.1. of the Prin 2022 project 'The promotion of water efficiency in industrial energy production
processes: legal and engineering profiles'.



He is part of the coordinating unit of the project "JUST-PARENT. Legal protection for social parenthood" funded
by the European Commission through the Justice Programme (2021-2027).
